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A Year of Progress on Greenspace Initiatives!

The Sandy Springs Conservancy in 2023 has enthusiastically continued to advance its mission of creating, connecting and conserving parks, trails 
and greenspace in the community.  With the support of sponsors and donors, the Conservancy has allocated more than $50,000 in 2023 to 
implement and advance projects that will provide outdoor enjoyment for the entire community for years to come. E�orts have included pledging 
funds to a construction grant application for the Springway trail and improvements at Abernathy Greenway South, providing funds and 
organizational e�orts for the library garden renovation and purchasing a large bicycle sculpture that’s sure to become a recognizable �xture on a 
key trail head!  The Conservancy is looking ahead at future opportunities with the Chattahoochee RiverLands program for increased river 
accessibility. Our work is made possible by continued trust and support from business and civic communities.

Sandy Springs Conservancy and the
 New City Trail System

The Conservancy has been a driving force in the development of the 31-mile 
city-wide trail plan, now called the Springway. Current construction of the 
�rst segment is expected to be completed spring of 2024. The section 
features a boardwalk over Orkin Lake and connects the Chattahoochee 
River at Morgan Falls Overlook Park to Cimarron Pkwy and Roswell Road 
at Big Trees Forest Preserve. The Conservancy pitched the plan idea to city 

o�cials and contributed $25,000 toward its development, $30,000 to help 
the city secure a $3 million construction grant for the �rst segment and has 

pledged another $30,000 for a construction grant application for the second 
trail segment. Conservancy o�cials also work to secure critical land easements 

for trail construction.

Engaging the Community
Guided Events Draw Walkers to Parks

The Sandy Springs Conservancy led e�orts in 2023 to renovate the Sandy Springs Library Reading 
Garden. The Conservancy contributed $10,000 in micro project funds, board volunteer manpower, 
and organized corporate volunteer groups from Bennett Thrasher and Morgan Stanley.  Together 
with help from the Sandy Springs Garden Club and W Designs, the reading garden was cleared of 
ivy and debri, planted with rescued plants from the nearby Spruill property. The labyrinth and 
walking paths were refurbished with new slate, dead vines were removed from the pergola, the 
Peace Pole was refurbished and tons of mulch was spread.  The Conservancy also funded an Eagle 
Scout project that consisted of a covered wood informational kiosk with a glass door.

The Sandy Springs Conservancy’s 2023 Trail Blazers program brought walkers to nine 
di�erent parks in the area with nine di�erent guides who shared their knowledge and 

expertise. Dozens of walkers from Sandy Springs and beyond joined each month from February 
to October. They explored Lost Corner Preserve, Morgan Falls Overlook Park and the Georgia Power 

hydro-plant, City Springs and Marsh Creek Rain Garden, Powers Island Unit of the Chattahoochee River National Recre-
ational Area, Ridgeview Park, Abernathy Greenway, Island Ford of CRNRA, Hyde Farm in Cobb County and East Palisades of CRNRA.
